  exercise	
  while	
  having	
  a	
  positive	
  impact	
  on	
  the	
  lives	
  of	
  underprivileged	
  infants.

  Thanks	
  to	
  organizations	
  like	
  yours,	
  we	
  have	
  delivered	
  an	
  estimated	
  $700,000	
  worth	
  
of	
  gently	
  used	
  clothing	
  to	
  more	
  than	
  4000	
  newborns	
  in	
  the	
  Bay	
  Area.	
  That’s	
  30,000	
  pounds	
  of	
  
clothes!	
  We	
  currently	
  have	
  a	
  waiting	
  list	
  of	
  local	
  social	
  service	
  agencies	
  eager	
  to	
  distribute	
  our	
  
baby	
  clothing.	
  Sadly	
  we	
  cannot	
  meet	
  the	
  full	
  demand	
  without	
  your	
  help.	
  And	
  the	
  need	
  is	
  great.	
  The	
  
stories	
  we	
  hear	
  are	
  heartbreaking.	
  For	
  example,	
  we	
  received	
  a	
  box	
  request	
  for	
  a	
  15	
  year	
  old	
  
mother	
  whose	
  parents	
  threw	
  her	
  out	
  of	
  her	
  house	
  for	
  getting	
  pregnant;	
  another	
  for	
  a	
  baby	
  whose	
  
father	
  was	
  just	
  murdered;	
  still	
  another	
  for	
  struggling	
  parents	
  who	
  just	
  lost	
  their	
  jobs.	
  The	
  stories	
  
go	
  on.	
  
	
  
HOW	
  TO	
  GET	
  STARTED:	
  
	
  

 Determine	
  a	
  date,	
  location	
  and	
  number	
  of	
  volunteers	
  for	
  the	
  assembly	
  event.	
  Each	
  baby	
  
receives	
  one	
  lovingly	
  packed	
  “wardrobe	
  in	
  a	
  box”	
  which	
  includes	
  approximately	
  50	
  
garments.	
  In	
  general,	
  15	
  volunteers	
  can	
  assemble	
  50	
  Loved	
  Twice	
  boxes	
  in	
  2	
  hours.	
  (Not	
  
including	
  delivery	
  time).	
  So	
  there	
  is	
  time	
  to	
  deliver	
  clothes	
  to	
  social	
  service	
  agencies	
  before	
  
the	
  close	
  of	
  a	
  business	
  day	
  finishing	
  up	
  by	
  2:00	
  PM	
  is	
  suggested.
